Glassman, a junior, designed a computer science project
that used electrical signals from the brain to detect whether a person
intends to make a left-handed movement. A potential application is to
enable handicapped individuals to operate a computer. Madiraju, a
senior, showed that a method involving the use of a type of RNA to
target and kill cancerous cells is effective without the toxic side effects
typically associated with anticancer drugs.

This year, students from 36 countries competed for $ 3
million in scholarships and awards. Next year's competition will be
held in Portland, Oregon, in May.
